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for 400 years.  Americans have 
learned a great deal over the years 
from our Arab friends, of  the 
art and science of horse racing 
and that of lovingly training and 
retiring our race horses just two 
of the lessons that Americans still 
strive to fully embrace, from our 
Arab colleagues.

The Al Maktoum family most 
notably, HH Sheikh Hamdan 
bin Rashid Al Maktoum and HH 
Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid 
Al Maktoum have given so much 
to North American racing and 
culture.  It is only fitting, then, that 
the mighty, fierce, focused, silent, 
almost painfully-beautiful falcon 
would find his way into the trophy 
case of winners of the Shadwell 
Turf Mile from 2012, forward.  

As we westerners learn more about 
the diligent care of The Horse, so, 
too, we will learn about keeping 
the silence of the falcon.  If horse 
racing is a sport that encourages 
loud, raucous approval and nearly 
obsessive passion then falconry is 
that silent endeavor that pits man 
and bird against Nature a very 
organic, original, simple quest.  
These two emotions of the heart 
grow from a similar place (love 
of the very different animals with 
far-different temperaments).  The 
emotions and animals may be an 
excellent metaphor for our two 
cultures, and the fact that not only 
is it possible, but welcome and 
embraced that Nayef, the swift, 
prized falcon should swoop down 
in bronze glory to reward our finest 
turf mile runners at Keeneland.  
Keeneland, is an American race 
course that was built on tradition 
but is not mired in its own rituals.  
In October of 2012, the Shadwell 
Turf Mile presented the first Nayef 
bronze trophy, and a new tradition 
was born.  And that new tradition 
is rooted firmly in the deep sands 
and warm hearts of our colleagues, 
friends, teachers and neighbors of 
Dubai, and the UAE.  

is that the purse was raised considerably, to 
USD$750,000 (60% of which, or USD$450,000, 
going to the winner).  

The other change is that, unlike the usual cups or 
plates presented at most western races, the new 
Shadwell Turf Mile trophy is a bronze statue of 
Nayef, His Highness Sheikh Hamdan’s beloved, 
special falcon.   

“We have wanted to design something special 
for each winner to showcase the Shadwell Turf 
Mile since the beginning of our sponsorship,” 
quoted Mr. Nichols. “Thanks to efforts of 
Sharon Shepherd, who worked diligently with 
the designers, craftsmen and foundries, I think 
we have achieved our goal of representing the 
Arabic spirit of sportsmanship.”

The original the perpetual trophy, presented 
after each year’s Shadwell Turf Mile will stay 
at Keeneland.  But, unlike with most trophies, 
the winner will receive a full-size replica of the 
magnificent bronze theirs to keep forever.

The trophy is the bridge between two of His 
Highness’ passions, and a true representative of 
Arabic sportsmanship but we believe that it is so 
much more.

In many ways, the trophy that so beautifully 
presents Nayef represents the place at which 
western American horse racing traditions and 
Arab traditions meet.  Falconry is enjoying a 
resurgence in the United States:  it has never 
waned in the Middle East.  Arab people have 
been racing horses for five millennia:  Americans, 



and Thoroughbred he has bred and owned more 
Champions than many dynasties put together.  
His Shadwell operation is one of the biggest 
and most widely-admired equine businesses in 
the racing world.  From all that we’ve read, he 
finds great personal satisfaction and joy when 
he is surrounded by those animals he loves best.  
Watching them run or fly to victory is the natural 
fulfillment of that happiness.

The name of Shadwell is a bellwether of Arabian 
and Thoroughbred breeding and racing.  It is only 
natural, then, that Shadwell and its honourable 
owner should lead the way in establishing new 
rituals in the New World, based on timeless 
traditions in the Cradle of Civilization.

His Highness’ farm in America is a beautiful 
(yet not ostentatious) stud, set on rolling hills in 
the renowned Blue Grass region of Lexington, 
Kentucky.

Similarly, his love of the graceful art and 
science of falconry is well-known throughout the 
region.
